What is the purpose of a political action committee?

A political action committee is an organization that collects voluntary contributions from members and donates those funds
to elected officials and candidates at the federal level. They exist because companies are unable to use corporate money for
political contributions.

Do I have to reside or work in an office in South Carolina to participate?

No. Any exempt employee who works for BlueCross BlueShield of South Carolina and its subsidiaries are eligible to
participate, even work from home employees.

I don’t see a lot of events at my location. Why?

Our PAC is managed by one person. We also take into account how many eligibles and members we have at each building
when deciding where to host events. The more interest we have at a specific location the more events we can bring there.
